speculations, and reactions to the 
surrounding culture. Since I am also 
interested i n trying to legitimate 
the journal as a feminine art form, I 
am naturally looking for material 
which i s well written and which can 
appeal to a wider audience. I t would 
be helpful, therefore, for contribu­
tors to append an i n i t i a l biographical 
note describing her present l i f e 
situation. A l l submissions should 
include a self—addressed envelope and 
return postage.
