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Abstract:
I outline three models of privilege: something one has, something one is, and something one does. I employ each and assess Kevin Kumashiro’s four approaches to anti-oppression education, to show that the three models combined can offer leverage for feminists and others engaging in anti-oppression theory and practice. 
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
